二、编写说明 

（一）课程的性质

大学英语教学是高等教育的一个有机组成部分，大学英语课程是大学生的一门必修的基础课程。大学英语是以外语教学理论为指导，以英语语言知识与应用技能、跨文化交际和学习策略为主要内容，并集多种教学模式和教学手段为一体的教学体系。

课程教学目标和基本要求

教学目标：通过第一学期课堂通识英语学习，第二学期课堂通识英语学习、 六级英语课程或网络自主学习、第三和第四学期学科英语和学术英语等学习，在培养学生英语综合应用能力同时，发展学生自主学习能力并提高其文化和专业素养。

基本要求：

1. 听力理解能力：能听懂内容稍长的对话、短文等，并在其结构较为复杂、观点较为隐含时也能理解要点。能基本听懂英语国家的广播电视节目。能听懂自己专业方面的讲座，并掌握其中心大意，抓住要点。

2. 口语表达能力：能就一般或专业性的话题较为流利、准确地进行对话或讨论，能用简练的语言概括较长、语言稍难的文本或讲话，能在专业交流中宣读论文并参加讨论。 

3. 阅读理解能力： 能读懂有一定难度的文章，理解其意义，借助词典能阅读英语原版书籍和英语国家报刊杂志上的文章。能比较顺利地阅读自己专业有关的综述性文献。

4. 书面表达能力：能就一般性主题比较自如地表达个人的观点，做到文章结构清晰、内容丰富、逻辑性强。能用英语撰写所学专业的技术报告、论文。能在半小时内写出180词的说明文或议论文，内容完整，文理通顺，思想表达清楚。

5. 翻译能力： 能借助词典翻译英美报刊上有一定难度的科普、文化、评论等文章，能翻译反映中国国情或文化介绍性的文章。英汉译速为每小时400个英语单词，汉英译速为每小时350个汉字，译文内容准确，基本无误译现象，文字通顺、达意，语言错误较少。

6. 推荐词汇量：掌握的总词汇量应达到6500个单词和1700个词组，其中3000个单词为积极词汇。掌握一定数量的专业词汇。

（三）课程的重点和难点

本课程的教学跨4个学期，第一学期为课堂教学，授课主教材是《新标准大学英语2》、《新标准大学英语3》系列教材及句酷批改网的专项写作训练。第二学期为学生提供三种选择：未通过大学英语四级考试的学生继续进行课堂学习，授课主教材是《新标准大学英语3》、《新标准大学英语4》系列教材及句酷批改网的专项写作训练；已通过四级考试的学生学习六级英语课程或选择进行网络自主学习并参加统一考试以获得相应学分。第三学期和第四学期选修较高级阶段的学科英语或专项英语等课程。

本课程重在夯实学生英语语言基本技能、培养其批判性思维方式的同时，注重学生的专业文化素质和跨文化交际能力的培养以及自主学习能力的提升。课堂难点在于如何处理好以学生为主体和教师为主导、教师面授和学生自主学习、外语技能和专业素养培养之间的关系以及在教学中如何根据学生特点落实分类指导、因材施教的原则。

（四）课程教学方法与手段
充分利用现代信息技术，以网络技术为支撑，采用基于计算机和传统课堂相结合的英语教学模式，使英语教学朝着个性化和自主学习的方向发展。新的教学模式体现英语教学实用性、知识性和趣味性相结合的原则，有利于调动教师和学生两个方面的积极性，尤其体现学生在教学过程中的主体地位和教师在教学中的主导作用。在充分利用现代信息技术的同时，要合理继承传统教学模式中的优秀成分，发挥传统课堂教学的优势。

（五）实践环节

     在常规课堂教学中，重点训练学生的听、说、读、写、译各项技能，尤其是听说能力。同时鼓励学生课外参加各级各类英语活动，如英语角、演讲比赛、大学生英语竞赛等，以锻炼学生英语综合运用能力。      
    （六）本课程与其它课程的联系
本课程是大学各专业学生的公共必修课，与其它课程是相辅相成的关系，旨在进一步开阔学生视野，提高学生学习英语的能力和兴趣。

1. Knowledge objectives:

(1) To grasp the key words, phrases, language points and grammatical structures in Work in corporate America and Our supposedly exciting times are really rather dull.
(2) To know about how some jobs have disappeared over time in Britain, and to compare the disappearing jobs in Ss’ hometown and talk about the reasons for disappearance. 

2. Ability objectives:

(1) To get a general idea of these two passages. With Passage 1to interpret the intentions of the writer and understand the messages involved, and with Passage 2 to see how the writer develops the arguments and to learn how to write persuasive arguments. 

(2) To engage in speaking activities to create empathy in oral presentations or discussions in different ways and to consider effective ways to make arguments in a cultural context.

(3) To work on writing an argumentative essay, using paradoxes, involving facts when presenting opinions, and to emphasize the skill of using empathy to involve readers and increase their understanding of the writing.

(1) To get a general idea of these two passages. Passage1 explains some of the phenomena which sometimes strike us as a matter of luck. Passage 2 tells how a scientist learned to sing as part of his research into the function of music among humans. 

(2) To engage in speaking activities to express judgments with reasons.

(3) To work on clear and simple writing using contrast.
